In the event of illness or injury, if the school cannot contact the parents or named alternative contact, we need your permission for the staff to take whatever action they feel to be necessary in the interests of your child’s well-being, including transporting your child to the local hospital casualty department.

2. We need your consent for your child to take part in organised activities during school hours, which may involve leaving the school premises to visit various amenities (Dock Museum, park, library, sports field, swimming pool etc).  In signing the consent you acknowledge that you understand these activities will be supervised by school staff and that whilst the adults in charge of such groups will take all reasonable care of the children, they cannot necessarily be held responsible for any loss, damage or injury suffered during, or as a result of the visits.  This consent includes any emergency medical treatment required.

3. We occasionally have head lice in school, sometimes parents experience persistent problems.  You probably know that we do not have routine checks from the School Nurse.  We would like to establish the following routing to deal with problems when they occur:

· Please check your child’s hair regularly using a fine-toothed comb
· Please inform school at the first sign of lice
· We will inform you if we notice anything
· Please take advice from the chemist on how to treat your child’s hair – there are several remedies to use
*Remember to say if your child suffers from asthma


I give my consent for staff to take my child for local visits and to take my child to hospital as described above.
